St. Kieran School News for November

The month of November began with the final
preparations for the Sacrament of Confirmation. Our eighth
grade school students who are Roman Catholic received this final
sacrament of initiation along with the students from our parish
Religious Education program.  Bishop Joseph Perry, our
Episcopal Vicar, was with us to administer the sacrament. The
bishop’s words inspired us and helped all of us commit our lives
to the service of our Lord. We are grateful for the prayers and
support of our families, friends, and members of the
congregation.

Parent/Teacher Conferences were held during the
week of November 9. We hope that all the parents had an
opportunity to meet with the homeroom teachers and those who
also teach the departmentalized subjects and specials. Remember
that parents are asked to make an appointment to meet with their
children’s teachers during or after regular classroom hours.

Our school was awarded a federal technology grant
through Brookwood School District 167. We received
approximately thirty-one thousand dollars in equipment which
includes 10 laptop computers, 3 interactive smart boards, 5 laptop
projectors, 2 digital cameras and a video camera. The smart
boards have been mounted in the math, science, and computer
rooms. We also purchased the Rosetta Stone Foreign Language
Program, which allows us access to 26 foreign languages. We are
committed to academic excellence and preparation for students
who aspire to enter a college-preparatory high school!

Our students celebrated Veterans’ Day with a special
mass on Wednesday, November 11. This was the Memorial of
St. Martin of Tours, who was a soldier in the Roman army.
However, he became a “Soldier for Christ” and eventually
became the Bishop of Tours who worked for peace among all
people. It was a fitting day to celebrate the sacrifices of those
who fought for our country’s freedom. Our celebration continued
with a Revolutionary War presentation on Monday, November
16, given by members and friends of the Eagan family. The
students were introduced to different aspects of life around the
time of our country’s war for independence from England. Many
thanks to Mr. Simone for bringing this event to our school.

Our students in grades three through eight will
celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation for the Advent season
on Tuesday, December 1, beginning at 1:00 p.m. A short penance
service will be followed by individual confessions; our pastor,
Father Joe Cook, and visiting priests from our sister churches will
be available to celebrate the sacrament with our students.

Please remember our Advent Evening of Prayer that
will be held on Thursday, December 17, beginning at 7:00 p.m. in
the church. All parishioners and, of course, our families and
friends are invited to join us in this reflection on the “O”
Antiphons, one of the traditional prayers of the Catholic Church.
Our thanks to Mrs. Roxanne Packer for helping to pull all of this
together!

Our thanks, as always, to all the parishioners who
generously give of their time, talent, and treasure to support St.
Kieran School through the Stewardship Fund, fundraising events
sponsored by our PTN and Athletic Association, helping in our
school, and remembering our students and staff in daily prayer.
May God bless you all for your kindness and dedication!
