Have you ever taken a Gospel 
story and applied it to your life?  
This week’s Gospel (Lk 13:1-9) 
provides an opportunity to 
examine our faith lives through 
one of Jesus’ parables.  In the 
Gospel story, the landowner wants 
to cut down a tree that was not 
producing fruit.  The gardener 
pleads with him, ‘Sir, leave it for 
this year also, and I shall cultivate 
the ground around it and fertilize 
it; it may bear fruit in the future.” 
 
Can the fig tree be a metaphor for 
our faith?  Without attention and 
cultivation our faith lives can feel 
dry and unproductive which leaves 
us without joy in the present or 
hope for the future.  These are the 
comments we have heard from 
Catholics who have returned since 
the Catholics Come Home ads 
aired on television. 
 
There may be someone in your 
parish that has recently returned 
to the church and is now 
attending Mass and receiving the 
Sacraments.
